The EcoTerra™ project uses renewable energy techniques and technologies to create a single family home that is
energy-efficient to operate. Situated in a new rural development in Eastman, Quebec, the project features include
pre-engineered modular construction, advanced air sealing, passive solar heating, heat recovery and renewable ene!
systems, and geothermal space conditioning.

“Even for a company already at the forefront of delivering innovative housing to Canadians and beyond, involvement
this initiative has been especially rewarding and exciting. Alouette Homes managed to assemble an exceptionally
talented and motivated design team to whom we owe a tremendous debt of gratitude. We look forward to sharing our
findings with other Canadian homebuilders, homebuyers and the public,” said Bradley Berneche, President of Alouet
Homes.
