Initiative (WHHI) will commemorate National Housing Day this Thursday, November 22, 2007 by applauding the
progress being made to address housing and homeless issues.

Since the WHHI was established in 2000, the Governments of Canada, Manitoba and the City of Winnipeg have
committed more than $99 million and created over 4,000 housing units in Winnipeg.

Responsible for the Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation, the Honourable Gord Mackintosh, Minister of Family
Services and Housing, and His Worship Sam Katz, Mayor of Winnipeg, congratulate Winnipeg’s housing community
and service providers for their ongoing efforts to create affordable housing and reduce homelessness in the city.

“The Winnipeg Housing and
Homelessness Initiative is making a real difference in Winnipeg and we look forward to continuing our work with our
partners.”

The WHHI is hosting a breakfast on Thursday, November 22, 2007 for service providers and the housing community.
The event’s keynote speaker, Mr. Sean McEwan, is a Vancouver architect and the lead designer of the Mole Hill
housing project in Vancouver.
